In case of Customer’s reasoned refusal 10 accept the provided
services, the Parties shall sign an Act of Claim, including a list of
the Custormer's compiaints and the period to solve them. In this
case, ai corractions should he made by the Contractor at their
expense without any additional payment by the Customer.

In case of early provision of the services, the Customer has the
right to accept it and pay the agreed price for the services.

In case if in the process of service peavision it hecomes agparent
that the result will be negative or that any further work is
Inexpedient, the Partes shall consider the feasibility and direction
of further wark within 3 {three} days.

In case if the Parties made a decision to suspend the provision of
services, they snould sign the bilateral act and the Customer
should pay for the actually pravided services.

Each Party may appoint Contact persens who will be responsible
for the efficency and quality of the dellvery and acceptance of the
provided services.
